· Design Review Board Meeting, Tuesday, September 9, 2008
· Attendance: Jean Duddy, Maureen Dunn, Thomas Fucile; Chair Duddy began meeting at 7:25 pm. 
· At 7:25 pm, Mr. Fucile motioned to accept the minutes from the August 26, 2008 meeting, second by Mrs. Dunn; voted 2-0-1, with Ms. Duddy in abstention since she was not in attendance for that meeting. 

· At 7:26 pm, Chair re-opened DRB 2008-44, AL Prime Energy, 304 Union Street.  Kevin Reilly and Anthony Guba of Ayoub Engineering, Inc.  Building modifications were presented along with the color chip for the yellow.  The building sign was also changed to read “Prime Mart” and will be illuminated with gooseneck lighting.  The Applicant would like to keep the six proposed signs on the canopy; they will not be illuminated (Three on each building).  The Building will be grey clapboard, with charcoal/black Architectural shingles.  The trim will be white and the mullions will be a dark color bronze.  

· Signage- Canopies are not illuminated.  The pylon sign displaying the prices will not be digital.  The name and numbers will be illuminated from the inside.  The poles will be grey. 

· Landscaping- there will be no changes to the original proposal.  The owner does not see where the street trees can be added given the limited frontage and the easement for the high tension wires.  Junipers, rubaniper, and holly, mostly evergreens with a little bit of color will be used.  Arborvitaes will be placed between the Applicant and the neighbor, mixed in with what is already there.  There are also Japanese Holly and PJM Rhododendrons.  The owner will be taking care of the new landscaping.  Discussion held as to the type of trees to place along the neighbor’s property.  Three trees will be added, but 12 will be removed.  Discussion held about a tree bank; owner would pay for the trees for the Town to use elsewhere.  Board is okay with the selection of plants and trees, however, they want it put in the motion that the trees must be maintained and replace if they don’t survive.
· Mr. Fucile motioned to accept the application of AL Prime Energy as presented, with the addendum that the trees must be groomed and if they die they must be replaced by the owner, second by Mrs. Dunn; voted 3-0.  Check received.
· At 7:55 pm, Chair opened DRB 2008-47, A Cut Beyond International Salon & Spa, 51 Mazzeo Drive, George Dominico present for signage.  He is looking to put in a box sign at his new location.  He has a letter from Barbara Linehan the owner of the building, stating it is okay with her.  The building sign is proposed as black and white.  The pylon sign will be consistent with the other businesses on the sign; Board believes the colors are red and white.  Applicant is moving to this location from the Sudbury Plaza.
· Mrs. Dunn moved to accept the application of A Cut Beyond International Salon & Spa as presented for the building sign and to allow the installation of a sign to the existing pylon sign for the plaza with a white background and the red lettering to match the red in the Bertucci’s sign; second by Mr. Fucile; voted 3-0.  No check received.
· Discussion held regarding the proposed changes in the Home Properties signage.  For Liberty Place, the sign would remain round, but the colors would change. Westwoods remains the same colors and shape.  Highland House sign remains the same colors and shape, but the lettering changes and the brickwork does not appear to be cleaned up.  The Applicant removed the address and phone numbers from all signs.  They changed fonts on the signs as well.  The Board looked at the signs, the have some questions and would like the Applicant to come.  Secretary will try to contact the applicant.
