· Design Review Board Meeting, Tuesday, April 28, 2009
· Attendance: Jean Duddy, Maureen Dunn, and James Burgess, Jr.; Chair Duddy began the meeting at 7:37 pm.  At the start of the meeting a quorum was not present.  Members reviewed applications until a third member is present and votes could be taken.
· At 7:37 pm, Chair re-opened DRB 2009-9, Metro PCS, 64 North Main Street.  Tim Sullivan present for the Applicant.  Applicant revised their plans from the last meeting.  The band at the top is going to be a Royal Blue color.   The rear panel is not illuminated.   The goosenecks for the front sign will be black.  The letters are fabricated and two inches deep.  Members did not have any other questions.  Since the Board is waiting for a third member in order to vote, the Representative gave his cell phone number to the Chair.  If there are any questions, or there is a vote taken we will call.  Check received.  Hearing continued until a full membership.
· At 7:44 pm, Chair re-opened DRB 2009- 10, Cuts & Creations, 7 Condlin Drive. Will Santiago and Applicant, Jeff Campbell present this evening.   The actual letters will be 9 inches tall, and the lettering will just be the name and phone number.  The colors are red, black and white.  The only thing they think will be on the windows will be the price list.  Members explained the Town’s guidelines for the window signs.  Applicant will come back to the Board before installing any signs to the inside of the windows.  Members like the sign and have no further questions.  The hearing will be continued until a full membership is present.  Applicant gave his cell phone number to the members and they will call if any questions or to let him know a vote was taken.  Check received.

· At 7:57 pm, Chair opened DRB 2009-8, CVS/Pharmacy, 171 North Main Street, for signage.  Bob present from Bob’s Signs.   They are looking to have an additional sign on the School Street side of the building.  The Chair noted that illuminated signs are no longer allowed in the Crawford Square District.  The Applicant will have to go to the ZBA to get approval for having two signs on the building.    The Representative proposed that the Applicant not internally illuminate the sign and use external goosenecks for the proposed sign and to change the existing sign as well.  Members also discussed an internal, window sign hanging from chains indicating the minute clinic.  Since it is hanging inside the window, not on the window, it is allowed.  

· At 8:07 pm, Chair took a 5 minute break to allow for other members to arrive.  At 8:12 pm, Member Burgess arrived.

· At 8:13 pm, Chair opened DRB 2009-12, Michael Connelly, 999 North Main Street for signage.  Michael Connelly presented his sign to replace a sign that was hit and knocked down by a car. Members spoke to the Applicant about the trees that were removed by the Electric Company.  He will talk to the Electric Company about replacing them.  The Board is requiring the Applicant to replace the trees before his sign is approved.  
· Ms. Duddy motioned to accept the application of Michael Connelly as presented with the Applicant talking to the electric company about replacing the trees, and to grant the special permit for signage, second by Mrs. Dunn; voted 3-0.

· At 8:19 pm Chair re-opened DRB 2009-8, CVS/Pharmacy.  Members discussed having the front sign become non-illuminated and allowing an additional non-illuminated sign on the School Street side of the building. 
· Mr. Burgess motioned to continue the hearing until after the ZBA hearing is complete.  The Board will send a letter of support for two signs, one on the front of the building and one on the side of the building facing School Street, if they are externally illuminated by goosenecks.  They would oppose an additional sign with internal illumination, and also oppose having the new sign with external lighting and the existing sign with internal lighting, second by Mrs. Dunn; voted 3-0. Check will be paid at a future meeting when amount is determined.
· At 8:24 pm, Chair re-opened DRB 2009-9, Metro PCS, from earlier this evening.   Mrs. Dunn motioned to accept the application of Metro PCS as presented this evening and to grant the special permit for signage, second by Ms. Duddy; voted 3-0.

· At 8:25 pm, Chair re-opened DRB 2009- 10, Cuts & Creations II, from earlier this evening.  Mrs. Dunn motioned to accept the application of Cuts & Creations II as presented this evening and to grant the special permit for signage, second by Ms. Duddy; voted 3-0.

· At 8:26 pm, Chair opened DRB 2009- 11, Randolph Village Associates, LLC (Five Guys Burgers and Fries), 23 Warren Street, for misc. changes.  J.P. Fine, Chris Mearn and Karl Wells present.  They are redoing the entire strip of stores including the roof, fascia boards, soffets and siding.  The roof will be shingled; the rubber roof in the back will also be replaced.  The shingles will be asphalt.  No color changes for the roof; the shingles with be the color Heather Blend.  This is as close as they can come to the existing shingles.  Mr. Burgess noted that roof repairs, siding repairs and fascia replacements are considered routine maintenance and do not need approval from the DRB.  
· Pylon Sign: They are using the same company that did the existing pylon sign.  The sign will be more uniform and match better with the building.  Real brick will be used for the columns to match the existing brick.  (Queen Anne Red Land Brick).  The proposed pylon sign will be the same size as the existing sign.  The Randolph Village wording is being removed from the top of the pylon sign to keep the same height on the new sign which will have a peak.  The sign is internally illuminated with opaque colors.  All retail store signs will be the same color.  It is a Deep Red, color #108C23, they originally thought burgundy, but they think that will be too dark.  Deep Red and White are the colors.   
· The former Blockbuster unit has been subdivided into 3 spaces. Eye Care, Etc would move into one space, one space is open and the end piece will be Five Guys Burgers and Fries.  

· Mr. Burgess motioned to accept the application of Randolph Village Associates, LLC and to grant the special permit for the pylon signage as presented with the color change to Deep Red, second by Mrs. Dunn; voted 3-0.

· Landscaping and Seating- Karl Wells present along with the Applicant.  They would like to put grass in the front of the building.  They have done some research in the area and feel it will look nice.  The only fear is that the area will look awful if it is not properly maintained.  Mr. Fine will approach the Town for a separate meter for irrigation to forgo the extra costs.  If they are not approved, he has no choice but to do gravel or something similar.  There are three trees total that will be removed on the property, but they will be replaced with other trees, landscaping and an outdoor seating area.  The existing Japanese Maple Tree will be moved to somewhere else on the site.  Members wanted to know if along North Main Street they can give more privacy to the patrons.  Mr. Wells noted there are noise issues, but they are trying to make the area more pedestrian friendly to keep with the Town’s plan for the Crawford Square District.  They are proposing to have brick/stone work along with a fence to enclose the seating area to keep out those that are not patrons.  The fence will be metal or a tasteful vinyl, they are not sure yet.  Mr. Wells asked for a letter from the Board to the DPW supporting the separate meter for irrigation to encourage the installation of grass.  Plantings will be low growing, grasses, etc… They will submit a planting list prior to plantings going in.  The Applicant is looking to have things that are green all year.  Stamped concrete will be used for the floor and walkway within the outdoor seating area to match other areas.  Members noted as longer as it is not asphalt.  
· Mr. Burgess motioned to send a letter to the DPW supporting a separate meter for irrigation, second by Mrs. Dunn; voted 3-0.  

· There is a new entrance in the back of the building for Five Guys Burgers and Fries.   There will be an exit from the building into the outdoor seating area.  The seating will be seasonal; they are not going to use heaters.  There will be an additional door added in the arch.  

· If the doors in the back or front are being changed from what was previously approved, the Applicant doesn’t need to come back.  Where there is a doorway in the center, of the Proposed Five Guys, on either side, they want to add windows that will match the other tenants in the strip.  The Chair would like to see some form of rendering for the building to put into the file.  Applicant presented construction drawings for the building showing door and window changes; this is acceptable.   
· Mr. Fine presented the signage for Five Guys Burgers and Fries.  The color is red, and will be channel letters.  Owner was not able to be present this evening.  The rear sign would be internally illuminated and in the place of an existing Blockbuster sign.  Board had an understanding that new signs could not be internally illuminated in this district.  Members checked the bylaws regarding illumination.  Applicant is trying to keep the entire strip of stores using box signs with channel lettering, internally illuminated.  To qualify for internal illumination a strip of stores has to have more than 5 stores and be 35 feet off the main street.  This property meets the requirements.  Members expressed concern with the sign on the back of the building.  Members would like it smaller and to include the words “burgers and fries” with the “Five Guys,” The sign would be all one line.  Discussion held about possibilities for the back sign.  

· Mr. Fine will talk to the Applicant and let him know that the front sign is okay and that they have to work on the back sign.  

· The Board would like to see one application for all the proposed changes and they are only requiring one check (to be paid at a later date once the cost of the project is determined).  

· Mr. Burgess motioned to accept the application for Village Realty Associates, LLC and to grant the special permit for the pylon as presented with the color change to Deep Red.  The Board recognizes that general maintenance will take place, including asphalt shingles, siding and the fascia boards along with any brick or mortar; this is allowed to take place and needs no further approval.  The Board approves of the outside seating with a brick wall and patio.  The fencing, on the top of the wall and the landscaping shall need final approval of the Board.  The front wall sign (200-55 B10) for Five Guys is approved as presented.  The rear wall sign shall be modified to replicate the front wall sign.  However, the sign shall be centered and proportionate to the building.  Also approved are the changes in the windows to the front of the building, the rear doors and side door on North Main Street, and any new front doors to match the previously approved to be installed.  Also the Board prefers grass with an irrigation system, provided that the DPW allows the separate irrigation system (water meter) and a letter will be sent on their behalf, second by Mrs. Dunn; voted 3-0.

· Chair noted that A Cut Beyond is all set and the sign has been changed. 
· Chair talked about changes in the schedule because of Town Meeting at the end of May and beginning of June.  Meeting in May will now be May 19th and June dates will be 9th and 23rd.  Secretary will cancel and rescheduled meetings as appropriate.
· At 9:24 pm, Mrs. Dunn motioned to accept the minutes from the April 14, 2009 meeting with the change of “DRB 2009-22 to DRB 2008-22 in the 5th paragraph,” second by Mr. Burgess; voted 3-0.  

· Mrs. Dunn motioned to adjourn the meeting at 9: 25 pm, second by Mr. Burgess; voted 3-0.
