· Attendance: Alexandra Alexopoulos, Maureen Dunn, and James F. Burgess, Jr.  Mrs. Dunn opened the meeting at 7:30 pm.  
· At 7:30 pm Mr. Burgess motioned to accept the minutes from July 27, 2010, second by Mrs. Dunn; voted 2-0-1, with Mrs. Alexopoulos in abstention since she was not in attendance at the last meeting. 

· At 7: 31 pm, Mr. Burgess opened DRB 2010-10, Shell-Colbea Enterprises, 1370 North Main Street, Signage, Angelo Ruo and Mario Vendittelli present.   Mrs. Alexopoulos will be abstaining from voting since she is in the same business as this applicant.  Check received for tonight’s hearing.  They are looking to put in a digital sign on the pylon sign for their location on North Main Street.  This site does have diesel fuel, so they need to add another row for the diesel fuel pricing.  The size was 8ft. x 8 ft.  Mr. Burgess asked about the structural integrity of the sign, if it will change by adding the digital sign which ways more.  The colors will be two colors, the brightness changes with the time of day.  It is all electronic and can easily be changed.  

· Mr. Burgess motioned to accept the application for Shell- Colbea Enterprises and to grant the special permit as presented with the note that this is currently against the sign bylaws for the Town, but the Town is currently addressing this issue, second by Mrs. Dunn; voted 2-0-1, with Mrs. Alexopoulos abstaining.   Mrs. Dunn reiterated that the sign cannot change more than once a day and  Mr. Burgess noted that this is a majority vote of those present, there does not need to be a 2/3 vote since the Board is under zoning time constraints that cause them to act to the best of their abilities within 30 days of receiving the application.

· At 7:43 pm, Mrs. Dunn opened DRB 2010- 11, Cartwright’s Funeral Home, Scott Cartwright present.   The Applicant needs to add an elevator and entry way to the building.  Several windows will need to be removed to make way.  All windows will be replaced on the entire building.  The front first floor windows will be double hung and more colonial looking like their building in Braintree.  Siding will also be replaced, it looks like clapboard, but it is Hardy Plank, the color is White Mist JH70-10.  All trim work will be white.  Applicant is not sure if they will put Blue shutters back up on the building.  Lighting will remain, but will be painted to match.  This will be a handicapped entrance, with a little placard to indicate such.  Roof shingles will match the existing building. 

· Mr. Burgess motioned to accept the application of Cartwright’s Funeral Home and to grant the special permit as presented with the roof shingles to match the existing building, the entire building’s siding will be replaced with Hardy Plank, White Mist JH70-10, new windows will be installed on the whole building as presented on the drawing 8-1 with dental moldings above, lighting may be added to match the newer version of the lighting, the shutters will be allowed, but color needs approval, second by Mrs. Alexopoulos; voted 3-0. Mr. Burgess noted that this is a majority vote of those present, there does not need to be a 2/3 vote since the Board is under zoning time constraints that cause them to act to the best of their abilities within 30 days of receiving the application.
· Mr. Burgess motioned to adjourn the meeting at 8:05 pm, second by Mrs. Alexopoulos; voted 3-0.
